1. SPREADING THE GOOD NEWS

1.4 Develop a communications/marketing/evangelization plan that establishes St. Paul as a center of discipleship and Christian life.

1.5 Life Long Faith Formation

1.5.1 Increase the effectiveness of the parish faith formation programs by requiring, facilitating and supporting the formation of catechists.

1.5.2 Evaluate and support parents in their role as primary faith formers to their children.
