Christian Prayer

Know from memory and recite with reverence the following formal prayers:

* The Angelus * Hail Holy Queen

= Prayer to the Holy Spirit * The Memorare

* O Sacrament Most Holy = Prayer to know one’s vocation
* Morning and Evening Prayer * Mealtime Prayers

1. Know that faith is a necessity of prayer, and develop a habit of daily prayer and prayer
